There are two assignments to complete over the summer for the AP Environmental Science class:  1.  Reading chapters 1 & 2 of textbook

2.  Reading a book in the field of environmental  science.

1.  TEXT READING ASSIGNMENT

I have divided chapters 1 and 2 into two separate pdf files.  These pdf files are posted separately as they are somewhat large.  Read these two chapters and concentrated on the vocabulary.  In addition, I want you to have the following questions answered on paper and with you for the first day of class; 

Chapter 1 Critical Thinking (#2, #4, #5, #6) page 27

Chapter 2 Critical Thinking (#4, #5, #6, #7, #8) page 48

There will be a short test on these two chapters at the end of the first week of classes.

2.  READING A BOOK AND JOURNAL
To get us started thinking about the APES class next fall, I am asking you to do some reading over the summer.  I have chosen a list of books that are all well known and pertain to this course.  As we go through the course you will find yourself thinking about what you have read and relate it to what we are learning.  Your job this summer is to choose one of the books from this reading list and do the following assignment:  (I do not expect this assignment to be word processed as most of us will be moving around during the summer break, hand written journals are fine.  If you should work process this assignment I must have an electronic copy sent to my school email to run through TURN-IT-IN.com)

1. Write down the title, author and publisher of the book.

2. Then as you read, keep a daily journal of what you read.

3. Include the dates and page numbers in the journal.

4. Write down any important information and take notes on what you have read that day.  Also write down any new vocabulary words or concepts that you did not understand.

5. Respond to the reading.  Write down any feelings that you have about the reading, positive or negative, in the journal.

6. Lastly, write a one-page summary about how you felt overall about the book, was it a good book?  Would you recommend it to others?  What information affected you the most?  How do you think it will relate to this course?

7. This assignment will be due on the second day of class. No excuses, no exceptions.
