For any student that is taking Advanced Placement World History for the 2010-2011 school year there is a required summer assignment.  You will be expected to read the first five chapters of the text book:  
Adas, Michael, Marc J. Gilbert, Peter Stearns, and Stuart B. Schwartz. World Civilizations: The Global

Experience. Upper Saddle River, NJ: Prentice Hall. (AP Edition 2007)

The first five chapters have been scanned and can be printed to be read.  Any student that did not contact Mr. Klar at the end of the school year needs to email him at mklar@asd.edu.qa because there will also be assignments posted on the NESA Virtual School Blackboard.  Along with different assignments there will also be various handouts posted to explain ideas and themes that will be the focus of the readings, as well as the nature of the AP World History class.
