Assignments:

Students enrolled in Spanish B must have a strong foundation in Spanish grammar and vocabulary.  Students will be expected to know the conjugations and usage of the following verb tenses: present, preterit, imperfect, future, conditional, perfect tenses (present, past, future, conditional) and the subjunctive.  Vocabulary includes common topics that can be found in on the wiki site srahillespanolwikispaces.com under Summer Work.  Students should review and internalize this grammar and vocabulary and use the links provided on the wiki site to help them fill in any gaps in their learning.

An awareness of current events and cultural perspectives is also important.  Students are encouraged to read a current event article and/or listen to an each week from a Spanish source to practice the language in context.  Listening to songs in Spanish, watching movies with Spanish subtitles and/or getting a Spanish-speaking pen pal are all ways to acquire Spanish in real world contexts.
