Students studying economics need to develop a habit of watching financial news so that they can begin the required process of applying their studies to real world happenings.  With this in mind, students are highly recommended to watch and/or read any financial news, on TV, online or in papers and magazines, in English (for vocabulary reasons) for about 15 minutes a day on a daily basis.  The sooner this habit is developed, the more prepared students will be for the course’s content and the IB Econ exams at the end of the course.  Students do not need to write anything up, but will be expected to return to school next year with an awareness of what’s been going on, economically, over the summer.
